"What are the rights of children with autism?" With a frank and cheerful look and a smile from ear to ear, 
Chama, an 8 year old autistic girl, challenged Regina De Dominicis, UNICEF Representative in Morocco, 
directly during the debate organized with children about the Convention on the Rights of the Child on 
Friday, 14 February. The debate took place on the joint UNICEF and the National Council for Human Rights 
(CNDH) exhibition stall during the Book Fair in Casablanca, which ran from February 13 to 23. More than 
400,000 visitors were expected.
Participation in this event was the kick-off of the celebration of the 25th anniversary of the CRC in 
Morocco. This inclusive meeting with children from different social layers, public school children, children 
from more remote and rural areas, some of which travelled more than 500 km to take part in this event, 
children with disabilities... was an opportunity to give a voice to children to ask the questions that are 
occupying their minds. And they were not all easy to answer. "Why do we allow children under 18 years to 
work, why is the law not enforced?" "There are children who have nothing to eat and have to face the cold 
in the mountainous regions. We must help them!" "I want to know what you have planned to help street 
children." “Children are a wonder. Any time that an opportunity is provided to them, they are able to seize 
it and come out with ideas and solutions that adults cannot imagine,” said Regina De Dominicis.

Under the theme: “My rights, my future”, the joint UNICEF - CNDH participation with a 360 m2 exhibition 
stall, provided a space with access to several areas of entertainment, artistic expression, reading and 
discussion. The particularity of the participation in this exhibition was that it scheduled a series of meetings 
between decision-makers and children. Indeed, in addition to UNICEF who got the ball rolling for a series 
of debates, meetings were scheduled for children with the Ministers of Health, of Social Development, of 
National Education, the King’s advisor, the Chairman of the Parliament, the President of the Higher 
Education Council, the President of the Central Institution against Corruption, the president of CNDH and 
many other senior policymakers. These discussions allowed firstly to take into account the opinions and 
perceptions of children regarding their access to their rights to education, health, protection and 
participation and secondly hear their proposals to improve children's access to these rights.

Morocco Set to Pass New Human Rights Law

On March 14, King Mohammed VI and the Moroccan Council of Ministers approved a law, which would put 
an end to trials of civilians in military courts. The law states “Civilians, regardless of who they are or the 
nature of the offense they committed in times of peace, can in no circumstances be referred to military 
courts or tried by them.” The law goes on to say “civilians, regardless of their quality and the nature of their 
offense committed by them in peacetime, can in no way be referred to military courts.”

In addition, the new law protects minors from military tribunals and establishes a military court of appeals. 
The highly praised law must first be submitted to the parliament and pass a final vote in order for it to 
become law.

The President of Morocco’s National Human Rights Council, DrissYazami, praised the new law referring to 
it as “a major step towards strengthening the rule of law, reforming the judiciary and protecting human 
rights.” Spokesperson the Royal Palace, Abdelhak Lamrini also commented on the new law saying it “aims to 
harmonize national legislation on military justice with the provisions of the Constitution and international 
principles and standards.” The new law will set a human rights standard that all of Northern Africa must 
follow. Morocco has been a consistent leader in human rights for the region and will continue to show its 
leadership through the passing of this law.

That, too, is another sign of Morocco's 
maturing democracy.
These reforms emerged without the public involvement of King Mohammed VI. Under the new constitution, 
the king is the commander-in-chief of the army and therefore the guarantor of its interests. He reminded 
the public that military courts were not entirely the rubber-stamp on military abuses that the human-rights 
campaigners imagine. During the "years of lead," (a Moroccan phrase for the long war in the Sahara with 
the radical Polisario Front), the king reminded the public that the military courts handed down death 
sentences to soldiers who committed outrageous crimes.
The king is also strongly committed to the abolishing the death penalty. A death sentence has not been 
imposed since 1993, long before the king's ascension. A bill is expected in parliament to formally end the 
death penalty in the coming months.
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Morocco's reforms would be a good model for Algeria and, especially, Egypt. One of the key demands of the 
Arab Spring revolutionaries, especially in Egypt, was reining in the power of military courts. Yet even under 
Morsi's Muslim Brotherhood government in Egypt, no reform plan was outlined, because the army did not 
want to hear it. The new Egyptian constitution leaves the power and jurisdiction of military courts intact, 
meaning that civilians can be tried without the rights of defense counsel or the right to see the evidence 
against them.

Throughout the region, no other nation is seriously considering any reforms to rein in the military. 
Morocco stands alone, in that regard. Still, it is an idea worth copying.

Since the constitution establishes broad principles and creates insitutions to embody those principles, it is 
now possible to make progress through the new democratic institutions. Even on issues in which the 
Moroccan public is divided--such as equal inheritance rights for women (the Koran seems to mandate a 
lesser share for women) or the right of women to control their pregnancies--are now openly debated. 
Morocco, thanks to its constitution, no longer needs an ever-elusive unanimity in order to act on social 
matters. A majority will suffice. That is real progress too.

Three years after the so-called Arab Spring, we see that the freedom and equality of individuals has not 
advanced in any country, except perhaps Tunisia. After all of the tumult and bloodshed, we see no real 
progress.

The Moroccan experience--a new democratic constitution that safeguards human rights and lets priorities 
be identified by public debate--is, without doubt, a stand-out success.

WASHINGTON, March 14, 2014 /PRNewswire-USNewswire/ (MACP) -- Morocco's Council of Ministers, 
chaired by King Mohammed VI, today announced its decision to pursue expansive reform of Morocco's military 
justice system, which would include ending the use of military tribunals to try civilians, said Palace spokesperson 
Abdelhak Lamrini. The decision and proposed legislation—which next goes to Parliament—follows a report 
released last year by Morocco's National Human Rights Council, and welcomed by King Mohammed VI, that 
recommended narrowing the jurisdiction of military tribunals. It serves as another example of Morocco's 
longstanding commitment to protecting human rights and continuing reform. "This project... aims to standardize 
national legislation on military justice with the provisions of the Constitution and international principles in this 
field, put into practice Morocco's Constitutional and international commitments in terms of promoting the rule 
of law and human rights, and provide the necessary conditions and guarantees of a fair trial in all the courts of 
the Kingdom," read the statement. "This is a significant milestone for Morocco in furthering the judicial reforms 
promised by the Constitution," said former US Ambassador to Morocco Edward M. Gabriel. "I am encouraged 
that Morocco's progress in these reforms and human rights has been steady and deliberate, signaling a strong 
culture of respect for democratic values and human rights.“ The new law is "a major step towards strengthening 
the rule of law, reforming the judiciary, and protecting human rights," said Driss el Yazami, President of 
Morocco's respected National Human Rights Council (CNDH).
In the past six months, Morocco's government has undertaken several significant policy initiatives addressing 
human rights at the recommendation of CNDH and Moroccan civil society. In September, the country adopted 
a new migration policy that is regularizing up to 40,000 illegal migrants in the country, to ensure that they have 
access to healthcare, education, and other basic rights. That policy came after another report released by 
CNDH, on the needs of migrants from sub-Saharan Africa trying to reach Europe by way of Morocco. In 
January, Parliament also overturned a controversial provision in a law that allowed rapists to avoid punishment 
if they married their victims. Originally intended to protect women living in rural areas from being ostracized, 
the law became the focus of women's and human rights groups, whose campaign for its repeal succeeded.
Since King Mohammed VI's ascension to the throne in 1999, Morocco has undergone a steady process of 
reform.  The King established an Equity and Reconciliation Commission which acknowledged the suffering of 
victims of brutality in the past and compensated the families for their losses, the only such initiative in the 
region and the first in the world to have occurred without a forced regime change. In 2004, a new Family Law 
was passed that greatly expanded women's rights. In 2011, the country adopted a new Constitution proposed 
by the King that, among other advances, established CNDH as the nation's human rights watchdog.

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MOROCCO ENDS MILITARY TRIAL OF CIVILIANS – OPED

In a move that drew wide praise from human rights advocates in morocco and abroad, the Moroccan Council 
of Ministers chaired by King Mohammed VI approved Friday a law putting an end to trial of civilians in military 
courts, “Civilians, regardless of who they are or the nature of the offense they committed in times of peace, can 
in no circumstances be referred to military courts or tried by them,” states the draft law. This new law will be 
submitted to the parliament for a final vote before becoming a law.

Morocco’s official National Human Rights Council (CNDH) welcomed the new law, especially that the this 
human rights entity made a recommendation in March 2013 to end military trial of civilians. CNDH President 
Driss Yazami considered the new bill as “a major step towards strengthening the rule of law, reforming the 
judiciary and protecting human rights”.

The new law also excludes minors from military tribunals and establishes a military court of appeal, while aiming 
to reinforce the independence of military judges and align the procedures of military tribunals with those of 
civilian courts.

The Moroccan government Spokesperson Mostafa El Khalfi stated that the new law was designed to implement 
the judicial provisions of the new constitution introduced in 2011, by “strengthening the foundations of an 
independent and specialized judiciary which guarantees rights and freedoms”.

Moroccan non-governmental organizations dedicated to promoting human rights expressed their pleasure over 
the King’s decision. These NGOs were instrumental in bringing cases to the attention of the government and 
maintaining pressure on it to abide by the court’s findings against its use of military jurisdiction.

According to this text , which has yet to be voted in Parliament, ” civilians, regardless of their quality and the 
nature of their offense committed by them in peacetime, can in no way be referred to military courts. ”

This new bill ” aims to harmonize national legislation on military justice with the provisions of the Constitution ( 
2011 , adopted during the Arab Spring ) and international principles and standards ,” said the Spokesperson the 
Royal Palace , Abdelhak Lamrini
Approval ” is a major step towards the consolidation of Rule of law , reform of the justice and the protection of 
human rights.” told AFP the president of the National Council of human Rights (CNDH) , Driss el Yazami . He 
added that The project developed responds precisely to the recommendations made a year ago by CNDH.

Since his ascension to the throne in 1999, King Mohammed has pledged to initiate a steady process of reform. 
Equity and Reconciliation Commission to compensate victims of years of lead and enable Moroccans to 
reconcile with their human rights past, the family law that was passed in 2004 to expand women’s rights are 
concrete examples of the ongoing reform process that King Mohammed is leading.

GENEVA, Switzerland, March 11, 2014/African Press Organization (APO)/ -- Following the Moroccan 
National Human Rights Council's September 2013 thematic report on the situation of migrants and 
refugees in Morocco and King Mohammed VI's strategic guidance to improve the situation of 
undocumented migrants in the country, the Moroccan government has been working on implementing the 
new policy, including the regularization of several categories of migrants. 
To ensure the sustainable integration of migrants allowed to stay, IOM, in collaboration with the Ministry of 
Moroccans Residing Abroad and Migration Affairs, and with support from the Swiss Development 
Cooperation (SDC), is organizing an international conference in Rabat on 10th and 11th March 2014 
entitled: "The New Migration Policy: Which Integration Strategy?"
The event brings together politicians and experts from countries of origin and from Europe to share their 
experiences. Important contributions will also be made by local experts and NGOs, who work with 
migrants on a daily basis.
The conference will address four thematic areas, including social integration, access to basic rights and 
services, the cultural contribution of migrants and the role of civil society.
"Given that to date more than 12,000 migrants have filed requests for regularization and the first have 
already received their decisions, it is crucial to discuss integration now," says IOM Morocco Chief of 
Mission Anke Strauss.
"While it is relatively straight forward to determine whether or not a migrant meets the eligibility criteria 
established by the government in November, successful and durable integration is a significant challenge,” 
she notes.

This law which places Morocco among the most developed democratic countries in this field, drew widespread 
praise from human rights in morocco and abroad. British NGO “Freedom of All” lauded, Friday, the approval by 
the ministers’ council, chaired by King Mohammed VI the draft law on military justice. This draft law, which 
excludes civilians from the competence of military courts, is a new milestone to further the rule of law, 
President of the NGO Tanya Warburg said. This is for sure a noteworthy and important achievement on the 
path of reinforcing accomplishments by Morocco in the field of human rights, she added. The approval by the 
ministers’ council of this bill is a swift and positive reaction by the Moroccan government to proposals by the 
national council for human rights (CNDH), she concluded.
The adoption by the ministers' council of a draft bill on the military justice is an important step for ensuring 
criteria of fair trials, said director of Amnesty International-Morocco Mohamed Sektaoui. Sektaoui told Medi 1 
radio channel that this is a huge step, noting that it is high time to work doubly hard for strengthening criteria 
of fair trials in Morocco. This reform is an answer to the expectations of human rights defenders, he added.
Part of strengthening friendship and brotherhood relations with other countries, the Council of Ministers also 
approved five international agreements, backed by laws. They concern customs cooperation, public service, 
double taxation and tax evasion, and the removal of entry visas for ordinary passports from Morocco and 
Gabon. 
His Majesty the King gave his instructions to the Foreign Minister to establish a joint commission joining the 
private sector and the government to monitor the successful implementation of signed agreements, and to 
carry out the economic and social development projects which were launched during HM the King's African 
tour.
His Majesty also gave his instructions for this committee to contact all the stakeholders to identify and develop 
new economic development projects to strengthen the successful partnership between Morocco with African 
states, under the royal vision of South-South cooperation and active solidarity.

Controversy Over Underage Marriage Throws Morocco's 
Cabinet into Crisis

Minors getting married remain consistently at the heart of political debate in Morocco. And the government 
is becoming increasingly divided regarding a revision of part of law that deals directly with this divisive issue.
This time, the issue is being hotly debated by the leftists of the PPS and the conservatoires< of the PJD, 
who are headed by Islamist Prime Minister Abdelilah Benkirane.
Earlier this week, at meeting for the Committee on Justice, held in the Chamber of Deputies, a 
representative from the PJD asked the lower house president, Karim Ghellab, to explain the draft of the bill 
concerning underage marriage to the High Council of the Ulema (the religious body responsible for 
exegesis) to get their ruling on the recent revision of Article 20 of the Family Code.
The conservatives insists that the legal age for marriages should be 16, while the leftists respond that one 
must be 18 to marry, as reported by the newspaper al-Ahdath al-Maghribia.
Regardless of the opposition, the PPS does not intend to make any concession in their beliefs regarding 
underage marriage. As the legal age is based on international law, they insist that the Constitution should 
uphold it.
In fine, the PPS asked the National Council for Human Rights (CNDH) to rule on the matter as they 
classify "underage marriage" as the same category as "violence against women.

"Dans le communiqué conjoint publié à l'occasion de la visite du Roi Mohammed VI à Washington D.C, le
22 novembre dernier, le Président Barack Obama a salué l'engagement du Souverain à mettre fin à la
pratique des procès intentés aux civils devant des tribunaux militaires", a tenu à rappeler ce responsable.

Et de souligner : "Nous nous réjouissons de voir cet engagement se matérialiser concrètement sous la
forme d'un projet de loi, et nous comprenons qu'il sera désormais soumis au parlement pour son
adoption". "Nous invitons l'institution législative à agir rapidement dans ce sens afin d'adopter cette loi,
dont les effets ne sauraient être retardés", a-t-il ajouté.

Le responsable au Département d'Etat a, en outre, affirmé que les Etats Unis se réjouissent aussi du rôle
"de plus en plus grand joué par le Conseil National des Droits de l'Homme en tant qu'institution crédible
et proactive de défense des droits de l'Homme et sont encouragés par la décision du Conseil de
gouvernement à consolider le CNDH en s'assurant que les différents départements gouvernementaux
interagissent avec les plaintes adressées au Conseil".

Aussi bien la réforme de la justice militaire que la consolidation du rôle joué par le CNDH "constituent
des pas importants sur la voie de la consolidation de la protection des droits de l'Homme au Maroc en
droite ligne de la mise en œuvre de la promesse de la Constitution de 2011" que le Roi avait proposée au
peuple marocain.

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Morocco seeks to pre-empt UN rights debate on W.Sahara

Rabat — Morocco is seeking to forestall UN Security Council debate on its rights record in Western 
Sahara when the mandate of the territory's peacekeepers is renewed, with several reform announcements.
Last year, Washington sought to task the peacekeeping force, known as MINURSO, with human rights 
monitoring in Western Sahara, an unexpected move fiercely opposed by Morocco, which controls most of 
the disputed territory and is highly sensitive to criticism of its policies there.
The kingdom launched a shrill lobbying campaign and eventually got the proposal dropped, with the final 
resolution calling instead for "the promotion and protection of human rights."
But the experience clearly rattled the authorities, with King Mohammed VI warning that the "manoeuvrings
of the enemies of our territorial integrity will not stop," and urging his government to "put these 
adversaries on the back foot."
The UN peacekeeping force, whose mandate is again up for renewal in April, has monitored a ceasefire in 
the Western Sahara since 1991 between Morocco and the Algeria-backed pro-independence Polisario
Front.
But unlike similar missions elsewhere, it is not charged with monitoring human rights, something rights 
activists and the Polisario Front have advocated for years.
Comments by Algerian President Abdelaziz Bouteflika in October about "systematic human rights violations 
... inside the occupied territories to suppress the peaceful struggle" of the Sahrawi people, prompted 
Morocco to briefly recall its ambassador to Algiers in protest.
Last week, a day after the king returned from abroad, Morocco's government endorsed a draft law -- which 
still has to approved by parliament -- ending the trial of civilians in military tribunals.
Spain and France, a key ally of Morocco and supporter of its proposal of broad autonomy for Western 
Sahara under Moroccan sovereignty, welcomed the move, which Paris said would strengthen the rule of law.
- 'Unaddressed rights violations' -
Military trials of civilians have been heavily criticised by human rights groups, particularly the case of 25 
Sahrawis jailed by a military court in Rabat in February 2013.
The king pledged to end the practice when he visited the White House in November.
The Sahrawis were accused of killing 11 members of the Moroccan security forces in Western Sahara in 
2010, and nine of them were handed life sentences, despite allegations that their confessions were obtained 
under torture.
Morocco's government spokesman Mustapha Khalfi described the planned reform of military tribunals as 
"historic.“ But Amnesty International's Sirine Rachid said it was only a first step, and called for the fair 
retrial of all civilians convicted by military courts.
"Further human rights violations in Western Sahara remain unaddressed, in relation to freedom of 
expression, association and assembly, torture and other ill-treatment, and access to truth and justice for 
victims of enforced disappearance," she said.
Earlier this month, Rabat said it wanted to respond better to claims of human rights violations, and would 
name permanent ministerial representatives to liaise with the official National Human Rights Council 
(CNDH).
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Alleged abuses, in particular those relayed by the CNDH's branches in Laayoune and Dakhla, Western 
Sahara's main cities, would be examined and an official response given "within three months."
Maghreb historian Pierre Vermeren called the plans to end military trials of civilians and promptly address 
rights abuses "positive," saying it strengthened Morocco's hand when the Security Council discusses 
Western Sahara next month.
"The link with the UN vote is obvious. It's doubtful that Morocco's opponents will manage to revive the 
human rights issue," Vermeren told AFP.
But he said the question of the independence of the judiciary in Morocco, whether civilian or military, 
remained.
Hamoud Iguilid, a rights activist in Laayoune, agreed that the purpose of the draft law was to "prevent the 
UN from discussing an enlargement of MINURSO," calling it "facade diplomacy."
He also urged the retrial in a civilian court of the Sahrawis jailed last year.
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
